Transmission of Joan Miró’s Works Framings by the Foundation of Contemporary Art Promotion to the National Museum in Warsaw 
 
Joan Miró was born in 1893 in Barcelona and died in 1983 in Palma de Mallorca. From 1919 he lived mainly in Paris and stayed in friendship with Picasso and surrealists. Almost all significant tendencies in contemporary art are embodied in his oeuvre, especially the so called non-geometrical abstraction and surrealism. Miró’s works are extremely joyful and use pure, vivid colors – mainly red and green, yellow and black. 
The National Museum in Warsaw collection has five graphic pieces dated 1968–1973 made by the Catalan artist. Despite ‘scary’ or even ‘gloomy’ titles, their expression is cheerful. This tricky clash creates a typically surreal mood in which Miró is deeply rooted.
Except The Green Exile, which has received new frame in spring 2006, all Miró’s pieces urgently needed new framing, which not only enable exhibiting, but also constitutes appropriate ‘packaging’ which guarantees that works are stored safely. Thanks to the action of the Foundation of Contemporary Art Promotion entitled Preserving Heritage another four precious objects were given this kind of framing.
